Astronomy Poster Session

1) Many cultures have a creation myth or story, often in the form of a fairytale.

      From the scientific information discussing the Big Bang and the history of the 

      universe write a child’s storyboard. 

2) How from a ‘beginning’ described by a few parameters and principles (e.g. laws of physics), did our Universe evolve into its present complexity?

3) Can we understand at a deeper level, why the Universe is the way it is?

4) Diagram and discuss the history and fate of the Universe.  Starting at the beginning, describe the progression of the Universe through time focusing on the scientific concepts, discoveries, and logic that revealed this history.  To help demonstrate major points you describe, included at least three sketches of various times.

5) Make a poster that demonstrates our location in the universe.  Try to get some sense of the sizes involved although it does not have to be done to scale.

6) Research one of the following topics to create a poster:

Possible topics include:

1) Constellation description, location, and history (only an appropriate group)

2) Famous astronomers, cosmologists, or astronauts

3) Star formation and demise (this would be any ONE of the topics immediately below)

 a) Star formation, size, color, and possible demise sequence (no detail about demise other than list whether the star becomes a black hole, supernova, or pulsar, etc..) 

 b) Supernovae

 c) Black holes and worm holes, 

 d) Superstrings, or other space phenomena.

 e) Pulsars, quasars, and dwarfs

4) Early historical events in astronomy

 -Mayan, Egyptian, Greeks, etc.

 5) Current events in astronomy (what’s happening in the sky this /next month)

 6) Space program (pick one)

 -Mercury, Gemini, Apollo, Space shuttle, Venturestar, etc..

 7) Telescopic astronomy (pick one type)

-Radio, infrared, ultraviolet, visible

  8) Time travel possibilities, relativity

9) SETI (Is there anybody out there????????)
